 Press Release  
RESURFACING TO BEGIN AT PUEBLO MOTORSPORTS PARK  
 
Pueblo, CO, September 16, 2011:  
 
The Pueblo City Council awarded contract and notice to proceed to Baker Concrete Construction to 
begin phase #1 of a three phase project consisting of concrete replacement on the Drag Strip, As-
phalt replacement on the Drag Strip, and Asphalt overlay of the Road Coarse. Phase #1 of the 3 
phase project, consists of 420 linear feet of concrete drag strip removal and replacement. Baker will 
be on schedule to begin work as early as September 23, 2011.  
 
The next phase of the resurfacing project includes overlay and replacement of the remaining drag 
strip asphalt (phase 2) and the remainder of the 2.2 mile road course (Phase 3) at Pueblo Mo-
torsports Park. Final design is underway, and the project is expected to be awarded in October 
2011.
